PROJECT HIGHLIGHTS

Improving Educational Opportunities
of Children

With support from KKS Germany, REAL launched the four-year project "Improving
Educational Opportunities of Children Affected by the Post-COVID-19 Pandemic in Tamil
Nadu," spanning June 2024 to January 2028 across 20 villages in Villupuram district.

The first year proved challenging due to delayed government approvals, testing the team's
resolve. Yet REAL forged strong rapport with target communities, successfully implementing
community-level activities in collaboration with local PRI members.

Through persistent effort and navigating extensive processes, REAL secured approval from
the Namma School Foundation (NSNOP) by late 2024, paving the way for vital school-based
interventions.

With KKS/Weltwearts support, REAL annually welcomes German volunteers as 8-month
project interns contributing to community initiatives. From August 2024 to April 2025,
Ms. Jana Reinhardt and Ms. Josefine Schneider (BBP volunteers) served in Villupuram
District.

Educational Contributions

As facilitators, they taught spoken English through creative, interactive methods and
playful learning for Government Middle School students. They organized arts/crafts
sessions, cultural exchanges, report writing, video production, and photo documentation
of REAL's field activities.

Community Engagement

Volunteers supported project meetings, field visits, and SHG discussions—gaining
insights into rural family structures, education/health standards, livelihoods, and
women's empowerment.

Lasting Impact
Their work enriched students, fostered cross-cultural exchange, and demonstrated the
value of international volunteer collaboration.




Low Cost Housing Support

DESWOS-Germany Low-Cost Housing Support The Tamil Nadu government approved Rs. 1,70,000
PMAY subsidies (materials, cement, steel) for vulnerable families, but the amount proved
insufficient—halting construction for many marginalized households.

Project Intervention
DESWOS-Germany provided Rs. 50,000 grants per family to bridge the gap, enabling completion of
dream pucca houses while leveraging full government aid.

Additional Empowerment

Beyond housing, REAL trained beneficiaries on government schemes/procedures, financial literacy,
health/hygiene, entrepreneurship skills, milch animal care, livestock insurance, and fodder
cultivation.

Achievements:

1.370 families have increased their income
by 40% through IGP support.

2.42 beneficiaries were provided
Rs.16,75,000/- for house construction

3.50 members trained on government
schemes, and 50 members in financial
literacy

4.50 members trained in milch animal care,
and 50 members in Healthy & Hygiene

trained on azolla cultivation.

With limited resources, building her
dream house seemed impossible while supporting her child's
education. DESWOS-REAL's support changed everything—
providing crucial aid to complete her home and start a small
entrepreneurial venture. Now she generates daily income
covering household needs and school fees. "I am profoundly
grateful," she says, "for this support that turned me into a self-
reliant entrepreneur.”

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School Toilet Project

Anilady School WASH Challenge & Solution
REAL's team survey revealed no qirls' toilets or sanitary facilities at the school, leading to open
defecation. This created an unhealthy, unsafe environment—especially impacting girls' low attendance and
studies. Safe napkin disposal was also absent.

GVRs Intervention
During Mr. Jeff Waites' (GVR Director) visit, the headmaster requested gqirls' toilets. Mr. Jeff funded
construction, which began November 2023 (after Bhoomi Pooja) and completed April 2024.

Young Health Programme

The project, implemented from April 2024 to March 2025,
aimed to improve young people’s health and well-being
through a comprehensive approach to NCD prevention. It
strengthened youth knowledge and decision-making through
peer education and community outreach, while increasing
awareness among parents, teachers, and community leaders to
create a supportive environment. The project also improved
access to youth-friendly SRHR and NCD services and engaged
in advocacy with the State Government to strengthen systems
and policies for sustainable NCD prevention.

Project Goals and Major Activities

1: Empower Young People on NCD Prevention
Strengthen young people’s knowledge and capacity on non-communicable disease (NCD) prevention
to enable informed health decisions through peer education and community outreach.

Rainwater Harvesting Project in Eraiyur Village

Royal Enfield supports REAL's "Rainwater Harvesting and
Recharging System" project in Eraiyur village to manage
excess rainwater, prevent waterborne diseases via
community soak pits, and create aesthetic sponge
gardens. Launched in July 2024, the project followed
community orientation and discussions, securing district
administration approval by December 2024.

A technical study assessed current conditions, identified a
contractor, and construction began in January 2025. This
initiative promotes sustainable water management and
community environmental enhancement.

The project has been successfully completed, resulting in
improved rainwater management, reduced water
stagnation and health risks, and enhanced environmental
aesthetics within the village. The initiative stands as a
sustainable model for community-based water
conservation and environmental improvement.

Key Achievements:

« Renovation of pond work has been initiated and going on

« 3 community recharge well work near 3 ponds has been initiated the work is going on

« 200m borewell work initiated and going on

« 225m drainage system has been constructed

4 rainwater hasrvesting system has been constructed and the pipeline connections is

yet to be done

« 6 community soak pits were constructed and the plastering and painting work is yet to
be done

« Estimate for sponge garden has been submitted to the district collector and waiting for
the approval.

Cyclone Relief Response

On November 29, 30, and December 1, 2024, Cyclone Fengal severely impacted the
Cuddalore and Villupuram region, resulting in intermittent rainfall and substantial
flooding. The devastation was extensive, encompassing loss of life, damage to
infrastructure, including huts, houses, and roads, as well as the destruction of personal
belongings, crops, and livestock.

In response to the Disaster situation, in the State of Tamil Nadu, REAL, in partnership with
Royal Enfield, extended immediate relief support to 3000 families living in 7 Nagars in
Nellikuppam Municipality, Cuddalore District, and 6 villages in Mailam & Vikravandi blocks
of Villupuram District in December 202
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Hellikuppam Muni

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Income Generation Support

YEAR 2024-2025

With the support of National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD), the
initiative aims to strengthen the economic resilience of women by enabling access to
affordable credit for livelihood enhancement and essential household needs. The support
provided contributes significantly to income generation, women’s empowerment, and
improved access to education and social security for SHG households. Through timely
financial assistance, women are encouraged to undertake income-generating activities
and manage critical family responsibilities more effectively.

In collaboration with NABARD Financial Services Limited (NABFINS), REAL successfully
facilitated loans totaling ¥14.15 crore during the current financial year. As of March 2025,
a total of 466 Self-Help Group (SHG) women from 174 villages across 10 blocks in the
Cuddalore District and Villupuram District accessed credit for a wide range of livelihood
and social needs. These included the establishment and expansion of small businesses,
procurement of milch animals, development of dairy units, goat rearing, agricultural
cultivation, as well as support for children’s education and marriage-related expenses.
The initiative has played a vital role in improving household incomes, promoting self-
reliance among women, and enhancing overall socio-economic well-being within the
target communities.

Water Restoration Project

SAMSUNG has supported the Water Replenishment project in Santhavellore panchayat,
where the Thamaraikulam pond was heavily impacted by silt accumulation and invasive
weeds, with no proper inlet or outlet. The project aimed to remove silt and invasive weeds
and construct an inlet and outlet to create an effective water flow. The project was
initiated in October 2024 after the approval of the District Collector.

« Cleared and removed the scrub jungle from the site -Dewatering of the pond

« Earthwork in all soils and conveying for the formation of bunds with a lead of O to
100m, including benching, formation of bunds, breaking clods, sectioning, etc.

« Allthe work was completed by February 2025 as scheduled. The average capacity of
the current pond is 22,449 KL. The previous water level was 5850 KL, and the
current water level after intervention is 22,449 KL. Therefore, the increased water
level after intervention is 16,599 KL.
